You are responsible for all material discussed in class, on the powerpoint slides, and in the associated readings and in the assignments.  You are responsible for understanding both the business and technology concepts that we have covered.

Here are some additional study guidelines - this is not meant as a complete list of things to study, but rather to give you a sense of level at which to study:

· You should know the business context, background (history) and trends that are effecting E-Commerce

· You should know about the various E-comm business models and their differences

· You should understand the technologies of the internet and the web that enables E-commerce 

· You should know the advantages/diadvantages of Java, Java applets and CGI and servlets

· You should know what every term and acronym we have covered stands for and means

· Detailed technical aspects from the readings that we did not go over in class (other than for HTML and Java coding) will not be on the exam
Approach to studying for the exam:

I suggest that you outline the course using the homepage course calendar, the class slides and then the readings.  Start by ordering the major topics as per the calendar and slides.  Drill down to the next level by organizing sub-topics under each of the major topics and ensure you understand the fundamental concepts, the terms and acronyms.  Then review those areas you feel weakest in by reviewing the slides and associated readings and assignments.
