Step 8 requires a lot of effort to make the required changes to paths, RSL file, etc. To reduce the changes that you will have to do, I will accept using the code in assignment 2 including the name of the grid service being called Math instead of Item.  I strongly suggest that you make a copy of assignment 2 files and then use the original assignment 2 files in their orginal locations as the basis of the grid service and client specified 

assignment 3. Just modify the service and client according to requirements of Assignment 3.  Strongly suggest not to change grid service class name (just use the existing name Math).

Note: cannot use $CLASSPATH environment variable in RSL file.  You must specify path explicitly -- Find by: echo $CLASSPATH this is a huge list of paths, copy complete list.

In RSL file:

/tmp refers to client working directory, which is your grid services directory for this assignment, i.e. /home/username/GridServices

Wherever possible, use full path names.

gives the standard output file location is relative to HOME, which is predefined as your home directory.

ALSO: (I am told) one cannot redirect output a file -- it will simply wait forever; one has to use standard output.
